The Santa Rosa Trails 
 
The Santa Rosa Trail and the Lower Santa Rosa Trail run along the north side of Wildwood Park. 
 
The Santa Rosa Trail runs from Wildwood Mesa up to the top of the Mount Clef Ridge and then continues 
east along the north side of the ridge. 
 
The Lower Santa Rosa Trail runs along the very north edge of Wildwood Park where the Mount Clef Ridge 
drops down to Santa Rosa Valley.  These two trails run more or less parallel to one another.  One at the top 
of the ridge and the other at the foot of the ridge. 
 
These two trails are connected at the west end by traveling from the intersection of the Santa Rosa Trail with 
the Mesa Trail, continuing west along the Mesa Trail and then down into Santa Rosa Valley using the Box 
Canyon Trail. 
 
At the lower end of Box Canyon, the CRPD has a trail easement along Rocky High Road that connects to the 
west end of the Lower Santa Rosa Trail. 
 
Currently there is no connection between the two Santa Rosa Trails at the east end of the Mount Clef Ridge. 
 
We are proposing a new trail within Wildwood Park that would connect the two trails and provide a new loop. 
 
This loop would allow users from both Thousand Oaks and the Santa Rosa Valley to make a complete 
circuit.

Santa Rosa Connector Trail 
 
Most of the loop exists already except for the connection from the top of the Mountclef Ridge down into Santa 
Rosa Valley at the east end of the loop.   
 
On August 19th 2008 CRPD Ranger Bruce Pace aligned the proposed trail with the help of Mark Burley of 
SRVTI. 
 
The trail alignment was measured at a 10% slope throughout, while keeping switchbacks at a minimum and 
avoiding steep canyon terrain in the area.  The trail was flagged along its entire length and GPS waypoints 
were taken which were transferred on to the map on the following page.  A .gpx (GPS Exchange File) of the 
waypoints and a .kmz (Google Earth file) of the path is available. 
 
The total length of the new proposed connector trail is 0.75 miles. 
 
The elevation of the south end of the Connector Trail where it starts at the Santa Rosa Trail is 771ft dropping 
to 377ft at the north end where it meets the Lower Santa Rosa Trail, for a total elevation drop of 394 ft.  This 
puts the average slope at almost exactly 10%

About Santa Rosa Valley Trails Inc. 
 
Santa Rosa Valley Trails Inc. was incorporated in 2004 to plan, create, acquire and maintain multi-use non-motorized trails for 
public use in the Santa Rosa Valley and surrounding areas and to provide connections to other trails or recreational facilities.  
These trails can be used on foot, by bicyclists or on horseback. 
 
In November of 2006, Santa Rosa Valley Trails Inc. was determined by the IRS to be a 501(c) (3) charitable organization. 
 
SRV Trails Inc was formed to provide a way for property owners to donate easements that will be maintained and insured by 
the charity in perpetuity. 
 
Additionally it was created to work with the County to provide financing for the creation of a Trail Plan for the Santa Rosa 
Valley. 
 
In 2007, SRVTI received their first trail easements reopening a trail that had been closed for some years. 
 
SRV Trails also met with officials from the Ventura County Planning Department and then started working with Rincon 
Consultants to create the Trail Plan. 
 
The completed draft Trail Plan was made public and distributed.  In February 2008 the Santa Rosa Valley Municipal Advisory 
Council approved the draft plan and sent it forward to the Ventura County Board of Supervisors with a recommendation that it 
be adopted as the County's official Trail Plan for Santa Rosa Valley. 
 
In June the Supervisors voted to direct County staff to review the plan and return to the Board with a scope of work and cost 
estimate to adopt the Santa Rosa Valley Trail Plan.
